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„When Ideas become Form“ at the art gallery Dorothea van der Koelen.

From June 6th  to November 22nd 2009 will take place the collective art 

exhibition „When ideas become Form“ for the 30 years jubilee of the art gallery Dorothea van der Koelen, in contemporaneous with the 53rd  Venice Biennale.  The show will present the works of international most prestigious artists, already introduced in the past exhibitions of the Biennale, such as D. Buren, J. Kosuth, P. Mimran, F. Morellet, F. Plessi, Rúrí, L. Weiner, A. Weiwei so like new artists of the younger generation such as : K. Sander, M. Willing e M. Verjux. 

„When Ideas become Form“  illustrate how an idea works in the reality. The exhibition will present the works of Daniel Buren and Joseph Kosuth created specially for this jubilee:

Daniel Buren covers a whole wall of the gallery with a bicolour diptic while Joseph Kosuth moves in a semiotic  research  dedicating his installation to the philosopher Ludwig Wittgenstein. Patrick Mimran's ironic point of view on the world of art takes place in the courtyard of the gallery when the artists Fabrizio Plessi and Rúrí offer their own personal idea of water element: with the video-sculpture „Arco Digitale“ of the Venetian Artist and through the lightness of the photographic transparency of Ruri. The concrete art of Francois Morellet produces the confrontation of lines and bands on the same segment in „ Strip teasing“, and Ai Weiwei proposes his famous wooden chairs presented at Documenta 12 as a way to mix his dreams with reality, giving birth to his Fairytale. 

The american artist Lawrence Weiner correlates linguistic symbols with real objects through the opposition of colours, materials and shapes. Michel Verjux uses projections where art becomes at the same time the shown itself and the act to show. Martin Willing plays with gravity in order to give shape to movement, sculpting the idea of lightness into metal. Karin Sander, workng on an ostrich egg, decontextualizes an everyday objet assigning it a new meaning. 

Venetian branch of the Galerie Dorothea van der Koelen of Mainz (Germany), La Galleria was set up in 2001, near Campo sant'Angelo and the theatre La Fenice and presents various exhibitions during the year. For the show „When Ideas become Form“ we welcome visitors during the Biennale from Monday till Saturday from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. ans from 3.30 p.m. till 7.30 p.m. (Saturday only 10 a.m. – 2 p.m ) . It is also possible to make special appointements to visit the gallery.
